GUN SAFETY RULES
Obsene these rules of sate gun handling.

1. Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction. Watch the muzzle at all imes:
never point & gun, accidentally or intentionally, at any persan or anything you do not intend
fe shoot. Identify the target before shooting; o net shoot at sounds,

2. Always treat a gun as if it is loadad - it may bal

3, Keep your finger off the igger while operating the action and at all other times until you
are ready 1o shoot

4. Keep the safety "on” or in the *safe” position at all times until you are ready to firs.
Do not rely on your gun's safety, the safety om any gun is a mechanical device and is not
intended a5 & substitute for common sense or safe gun handling,

5. Laarn how your gun functons and handles. If you do nod thoroughly undarstand thea
proper use and care of your gun, seek the advice of someone who is knowledgeable.

&, Do not alter or modify any part of the fireanm,
7. Store guns unloaded, separate from any ammunition, and out of the reach of childran.

8. Be sure the barrel is clear of any obstructions before loading. Make it & habit to check
the barrel every time before loading.

9. Be sure you have and use the propar ammunition. A 20 gauge shall will entar a 12
gauge chamber far enough so that a 12 gauge shell can be loaded behind it. Also, 8 3
inch shell may Gitimo a 2 3 inch chamber, but the crimp at the mouth of the shell wil
undold inte the forcang cone. If either of these things cocur and you fire the gun, the gun
will explode, damaging the gun and possibly causing serous injury or death to you and
those around you.

10. Wear pratective shoating glasses and adequate ear protection when shooting.

11, Mewver climb or jump over anything. such as a tree, fenca. or ditch, with a loaded gun.
Open the barral, remove the shells and hand the gun to someone else or place it on the
ground on the other side of the obstacle before crossing it yourself. Do not lean a gun
against & tree or ather abject; it could fall and possibly discharge.

12. Do nod shoot at a hard surface or at water. Bullet and shot can ricochet or bounce off
and fravel in unpredictable directions with great velocity.

13. Never transport & koaded gun, Do not place a loaded gun into a vehicle, The gun
should be unloaded and placed inle a case when nel in use.

14. Mever drink alcoholic beverages before or during shooting.
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ABOUT YOUR PUMP ACTION SHOTGUN

Your shotgun s manually operated. Once a shell has bean fired, the locking lug in the baolt
maoves down, unfocking the gun. The forearm can then ba moved to the rear and forward
again, ejecting and loading a new shell.

To apen the bolt without firng the gun, depress the action bar lock, located just beside and
forward of the trigger. This allows for apening the action without dry firing.

The magazing tube will only sccept Spes, @ 304, shells or dpea, 3" ahells

Please check il your shotgun model_includes maobile chokes,
SAFETY SWITCH OR BUTTON

The safety is designed to stop the trigger mechanism.

DON'T RELY ON YOUR GUN'S SAFETY, TREAT EVERY GUN AS IF IT WERE
LOADED AND READY TO FIRE. The safety on any gun is a mechanical device, and it is
not intended as a substitule for common sense or safa gun handling. Always keap tha
muzzle pointed in a safe dirsction.

A- The safety is located behind the trigger, and provides protection against accidental or
unintentional discharge under narmal usage when properly used.

B- To engage the safety, push the button so that it protrudes from the right side of the gun
and the RED BAND MARKING CAN MOT BE SEEM. The safety should always be in the
“on” or “safe” position untdl you Intend to fire the gun, (Phata 1)




C- When you are ready to fire the gun, press the safety button to the “off” position so that
the safety protrudes from the left side of the gun and the RED BAND MARKIMNG 15
SHOWING

DAMGER: The gun will fire when the trigger is pulled intentionally or accidantally whean tha
RED BAMND MARKING IS SHOWING.

ASSEMBLY
1. Aemove the magazine cap.

2. Press upward on the action bar lock. Pull the forearm approximately half way rearnward.
3. Hold the barrel ahead of the barmel guide ring (See picture 2).

Slide the barrel guide ring over the magazine tube. Clean the barrel following the
inatructions on Page 8.

5. Press upward on the action bar lock.

6. Align the ejector cn the inside of the barrel with the slod in the boll.

7. Carelully sat the barrel into the receiver. DO NOT FORCE IT!

B. Replace the magazine cap. Tighten.

DISASSEMBLY

Make sure the gun is unloaded|

Linscrew and remove the magazine cap.

Pull the barred carefully out of the recehver.

FOR THE MODELS WITH RETURMN SPRING IN THE FOREND, ¥OU DO MOT NEED TO
PUSH THE FOREARM TO CLOSE THE ACTION, THIS WILL BE DONE
AUTOMATICALLY, BY THE HELFP OF THE SPEING. THE SPRING WILL CLOSE THE
ACTION AT A VERY FAST RATE, USE CAUTION AND WATCH OUT FOR YOUR FINGERS
AND LODSE CLOTHING.

The choke contrals how open or tight the pattern of the shot will be. The chart balow lists
the chokes available (from open to tight), and the core spending marks that indicate the
specific choke,

Mewver firg your gun or run cheaning tools through a barrel that uses a choke tube without
having a choke installed. The threads of the choke ube and tha internal threads of the
barrel should be cleanad after each use and before installation of the tube.

Toinstall & fube, insert the tube into the top of the barrel and tighten with your fingers.
Once the tube is finger ightened, tighten the rest of the way with the appropriate choke
fube wranch until the ube is sneg. DO NOT overtighten or Torcedully tighten with the
wranch.

IMPORTANT

USAGE OF STEEL SHOT

The choke (before constriction) in all modem shotguns has been established based on the
pattern perarmance of shot shells leaded with lead shat, When using steel shot shells,
yau will notice a different periormanca in pattern density versus the established lead shot
pattern, bacause the steel shot is harder and lighter than lead shot.

You should be aware of the following differences and cautions:;

Mever shoct steel shat koads in a full choked barrel or an improved moedified choked barred,
Duairg S0, may cause tha barred 1o swell or ruplure. In general, steel shot firad with a
madified choke will produce the equivalent of a lead full choke pattern. This will be true of
all steel shot sized up to and including no. 2. The established improved cylinder chokes
will produce the equivalent of a (lead) modified patiern.

All steed shot sized larger than no. 2, and including special sized such as F, T, ete,, should
e wsed only with improved cylinder chokes. These sleel shot sizes, whan used in an
improved cylindar choke, will producs aquivalant to (lead) full choke patterns. The
established cylindar choke or bore will produce the equivalent of a modified (lead) pattemn.
Additional information concemning the use of steel shot is available from the ammunition
COMpanies,



MAINTEMAMNCE AND CLEANING

Caution: Make sure the gun iz UNLOADED.

1. Make sure the broad, polished finely fitted mating surface of the breech block and
recefver is especially clean and lightly ciled with high quality gun oil. Do not use silicone or
lanalin {Da net use WD-40),

2. Run an oil patch through the bore with a cleaning rod starting from the breech end. To
prevent leading, use a cleaning solvent and brass brush o clean the bore periodically.
Follow this cleaning with cne or two clean ol paiches, Important: If youwr gun is equipped
willy choke ubes, do nol use a brass brush to clean the barrels withoul having a choke
fube installed. Barrels that wiilize choke fubes must also have the choke tubes ramoved to
clean and oil the threads inside the barrel and the choke tubes themselves. This will
protect the threads and prevent dirt buikd up that can cause tubes o become difficult to
remeone,

MNewar fire your gun without choke tubes snuggly tightenad in barrals. Do not overtightan
choke tubes. Wipe all exposed metal surfaces with an oiled cloth before storing. Do mot
squirt or pour oil into the inside mechanism becauss it may hamper proper functioning,
After extended penods of heavy use, your gun should be taken 1o a gualified gunsmith 1o
have the acton disassembled lor professional cleaning and lubrication.

3. Care for your wood stock and forearm the same way you would a piece of fumniture with
the same finish,

STORAGE

Chean thoroughly and ail your gun belore slorage. Store the gun in a case o prevent
scratches and dents.  Store your firearm in a dry placs o prevent corrosion.  Store the gun
away from children and in a place whare it cannot be obtained by thoss unauthorized to
use it, Always store gun unkoaded and separately fram any ammunition,

Discharging firearms in poorly ventilated areas, cleaning firearms,

Ay legitimate purchaser of @ RADIKAL gun is entitled, under the Tollowing conditions, 10 have it
repalred free of charge (parts and labor) In the event of defects occurmng that can be shown to be
due to defective materials or manufacture.

This warranty is valid for theres (3) years from the date of dalivery of the product to its initial purchasar.

Under the terms af this warranty no ather intervention will be accepted by RADIKAL o its distributons
and In particular no indermnity will ve paid for loss of use,

This warranty excludes any breakage of the wooden elaments whera such breakage is not due to
an intrinsic defact of tha wood.

This warranty shall only apply i, within the aforementioned period of three (3) the purchaser ol the
gun hands back or returns the allegedly defective gun 1o an offical RADIKAL distributor at his/her
own cost and risks within fifteen (15) days of said defect or defects and any other documents or
cover astablishing tha placa and data of the initial purchase { for example a copy of invoica).

This warranty will not apply whare:

1.1t Is apparent that the alleged defect can reasonably be attibuted to normal wear and tear of the
gun, intantional damage, negligent maintenance, storage or use or to improper use (such as
unsuitable or reloadad ammunition)

2.The gun has been converlad or altered in any way.

Under the terms of this warranty, all repairs or replacemants shall be affected within a resonabla
tima scale. All repairs, with or without replacament of parts, must ba performad using to corract
aquipmant by an offical REDIKAL distributor or RADIKAL approved service center.

The customer will be advised when the repaired of replacemant gua is ready. It will either be held
for collection or, If the customer so requests, can be deivered to his home address at his own risk
and cost.

Any servicing o repair work carried ot under the terms of this warranty shall nat estend the warranty
pericd or alther the conditions thereol. However, the repair itsell will be guaranteed lor a period of
one {1} year from the date the repaired gun becomeas avasabie

In the event that the gun is replaced with a naw ona, tha full warranty shall bagin, to apply from tha
mamant the raplacemeant gun is handed to the customar.

Custom gunsmithing service or nonstandarnt alterations are NOT AVAILABLE from RADIKAL factory.
